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Saint Elizabeth Health Center
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Construction of a new chiller plant for Saint Elizabeth Health Center in Youngstown, Ohio began in the spring of 2001.  

Scope

Before the renovations, the Saint Elizabeth facility had various pieces of cooling equipment in locations throughout the building.  As these units began to age one by one, instead of replacing machines piecemeal, it made the most sense to build a new chiller plant to provide cool air for the entire facility.
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After removing the old units and reconnecting the piping, we installed three Carrier 1200 ton-chillers with 100 HP condenser water pumps and a new cooling tower.  

Challenges

The most unique aspect of this project was that the new chiller plant was built across from the hospital.  In order to install 20-inch diameter circulating pipes to the building, we had to dig an underground trench across the street and a parking lot! 
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Results

The central location of the equipment facilitates preventative maintenance and equipment repairs.  Instead of spending billable time hiking through the hallways to the right machines, service technicians are now able to access all pertinent machinery and controls in one building.

Housing the cooling equipment across the street also minimized noise and disruptions to building occupants.
